HEALTH AND SAFETY
Rationale

As our students go through life they will be confronted with situations of risk.  They must be aware of risks, and be able to evaluate and respond to them effectively.
Objectives

· Reduce risks - inside and outside the school.
· Have an effective, known response procedure which is applied at all times.
· Maintain a trained and aware staff.
· Raise consciousness and awareness in the community.
· Provide students with life skills to make informed decisions.
· Increase individual responsibility.
· Reinforce positive attitudes.
· Show consideration for others.
Principles

· All members of the community should learn about risk prevention and management

· Learning about myself

· Taking responsibility for myself and others

· Applying knowledge to new situations

· Making independent choices and resisting pressure

· Developing positive attitudes towards safety

· Making informed and reasoned choices
Procedures

· Identify potential dangers in the school through regular inspection.

· Identify opportunities for improvement through analysis of incident reports.
· Monitor and moderate dangerous behaviour through supervision of break time activities.
· Emphasise reflection before action at all times.

· Use opportunities in all subject areas to learn about Health and Safety.
· Provide regular training opportunities for members of the community.

· Test response procedures regularly with simulated situations.
· Record and analyse safety indicators on a regular basis.
