HOMEWORK

Rationale

Homework is an important vehicle for developing independent study skills, organisational skills, time management and self-discipline.

Objectives

Every piece of homework should reinforce learning and at least one of the following objectives:

· Complete tasks started in class

· Prepare for a future class/exam

· Reinforce learning through practice in the application of skills and knowledge

· Develop independent study skills

Principles

· Homework tasks must always have a clear objective, communicated to and understood by the students.

· Homework should be given frequently in small doses rather than infrequently (or frequently) in large doses.  This may not always be the case at Bachillerato level, although project work should be developed in stages.
· Students should receive feedback and follow-up on homework as soon as possible after completing it.

· Students should normally spend no more than the following amounts of time daily, in total, on homework:

· Reception, Kinder III - none

· Prefirst - 20 minutes

· 1st and 2nd grade of Primary - 30 minutes

· 3rd - 5th grade of Primary - 45 minutes

· Forms 1 and 2 - 1 hour

· Forms 3 and 4 - 2 hours

· CCH - 3 hours (depending on their course load)
· HOMEWORK SHOULD NOT BE GIVEN ON FRIDAY TO BE HANDED IN ON MONDAY.
Procedures

· Define learning objectives.

· Make expectations clear to students and check that they understood.

· Get students to write it in the record books (including students in Bachillerato).
· Check it has been done.

· Make sure students get feedback.

· Follow up on problems.
