MARKING
Rationale

Marking is one of the principal processes by which teachers communicate their assessments of students’ learning to students.  It is therefore critical in allowing both students to assess the effectiveness of their learning and teachers to assess the effectiveness of their teaching.
Objectives

· Provide regular feedback for students on strengths and weaknesses and specific areas for improvement.
· Enable teachers to assess the effectiveness of their teaching.
· Help teachers in planning subsequent classes.

Principles

· Marking should be formative.

· Marking should be regular and punctual.
· Marking should praise what is good and provide targets for improvement where appropriate.
· Marking should include a variety of methods – teacher, peer and self-marking.
Procedures

· Students are given clear deadlines for handing in work for marking.
· Marking is clearly related to learning objectives.
· Feedback is given in a constructive way.
· A grade is given where appropriate.
